Medical Nutrition Therapy Hematology Terminology
Agranulocytosis- acute condition causing a severe reduction in the number of a granulocytes, which include basophils, eosinophils and neutrophils  
Aleukemic Leukemia- infiltration of skin by blasts prior to appearance in peripheral blood and bone marrow. The primary extramedullary presentation of acute leukemia is extremely rare and usually associated with early bone marrow relapse and poor therapy outcome 
Anisocytosis- patient’s red blood cells are of unequal size, this is common in anemia and other blood conditions
Anoxemia- a deficiency of oxygen in the arterial blood 
Aplasia- the failure of an organ or tissue to develop or to function normally 
Basket Cell- inhibitory GABAeric interneurons of the brain, found in the molecular layer of the cerebellum, the hippocampus, and the cerebral cortex 
Blood Dyscrasia- a morbid general state resulting from the presence of abnormal material in the blood, usually applied to diseases affecting blood cells or platelets. This is indicated by white blood cell count > 1 million 
Chemotaxis- movement of motile cell or organism, or part of one, in a direction corresponding to a gradient of increasing or decreasing concentration of a particular substance 
Coagulation Time- a measurement of the intrinsic power of the blood to convert fibrinogen to fibrin 
Cocatalyst- either a pair of cooperative catalysts that improve each others catalytic activity 
Complete Blood Count- blood test used to evaluate your overall health and detect a wide range of disorders.  This includes white blood cells, white blood cells, hemoglobin, hematocrit and platelets
Dyscrasia- an abnormal or disordered state of the body or of a bodily part 
Erythremia- a chronic form of polycythemia of unknown cause, characterized by an increase in blood volume and red blood cells, bone marrow hyperplasia, redness of cyanosis of the skin and enlargement of the spleen 
Erythrogenic- of a bacterial toxin causing inflammation and reddening of the skin 
Erythropenia- a deficiency in the number of red blood cells 
Extrinsic- of or relating to an organ or structure, especially a muscle, originating, outside of the part where it is found or upon which it acts
Fragility Test- red blood cell test will be tested to see how easily the red blood cells break which diagnosis thalassemia and hereditary spherocytosis 
Hematology- the study of physiology of the blood 
Hematoma- a solid swelling of clotted blood within the tissues 
Hemoglobinuria- excessive free hemoglobin spillage into the urine 
Hemolysis- the rupture or destruction of red blood cells
Hemoptysis- the coughing up of blood 
Intravascular- situated within a vessel or vessels of an animal or plant within a blood vessel or vascular system 
Isotonic- having the same or equal osmotic pressure in solutions 
Jaundice- yellowing of the skin and the whites of the eyes caused by an accumulation of bile pigment known as bilirubin in the blood 
Karyolysis- dissolution of the cells of the nucleus 
Macrocyte- abnormally large red blood cells associated with pernicious anemia 
Mean Corpuscular Hemoglobin (MCH)- indicates the average weight of hemoglobin and is proportional to the amount of hemoglobin and size of the red blood cell
Mean Corpuscular Volume (MCV)- measure of the size of red blood cell 
Megaloblast- a large abnormally developed red blood cell typical of certain forms of anemia, associated with a deficiency of folic acid or vitamin B12
Normoblast- erythrocytes that developed as expected 
Pernicious Anemia- anemia associated with B12 deficiency that is slow, aggressive and potentially life threatening; it is specific to gastrointestinal dysfunction, namely, to gastric enterocytic atrophy, with diminished availability of intrinsic factor, HCl and enzymes; neuropathy (especially peripheral) results from prolong deficiency, and the nervous system’s ability to regenerate and regain function and feeling in the affected area is decreased 
Poikilocytosis- presence of poikilocytes in the blood which are abnoramally shaped red blood cells as seen on a blood film in humans and many wild and domestic species of animals
Purpura- a rash of purple spots on the skin caused by internal bleeding from small blood vessels 
Sedimentation Rate- common blood test that is used to detect and monitor inflammation in the body.  The sedimentation rate is also called the erythrocytes sedimentation rate because it is a measure of the red blood cells sedimenting in a tube over a given period of time 
Sickle Cell Anemia- a hereditary disease of genetically altered red blood cells that have a sickled shape, carry abnormally formed hemoglobin, and have abnormal formed hemoglobin, and have abnormal transport capabilities for oxygen; the disease is thought to confer protection against malaria 
Target Cell- an abnormal form of red blood cell that appears as a dark ring surrounding a dark central spot, typical of certain kinds of anemia 
Xanthochromia- yellow colored CSF reflecting bilirubin pigment, indicative of subarachnoid hemorrhage
